It is forty days of stripping down 
 to the living essentials; 
It is forty days of facing truth 
 about one’s self-indulgent evasions 
It is forty days of fellowshipping 
 with Christ in the desert; 
It is forty days of rejoicing in God’s 
 mercy and forgiveness. 
 

The Significance of Lent 
 

   Lent is the fourth season of the Christian year.  Its length is the 40 
days preceding Easter Day, not counting Sundays.  This means Lent 
always begins on a Wednesday, known as Ash Wednesday. 
 

   Lent commemorates Jesus’ fast and temptation in the wilderness 
of Judea Province, which, according to the Gospel, lasted 40 days, 
Lent helps Christian focus on our most basic need as sinners:  
forgiveness. 
 

   The only way our Lord’s forgiving power can become effective in 
our lives is by our taking the initiative to confront our sins, confess 
them and repent of them.  In short, Lent is a season of penitence. 
 

   Some Christians fast during Lent.  This denial of bodily comforts 
can help encourage self-reflection about the need for Jesus’  
forgiveness.
