The “Protection  
Project” is a dream of United Methodist Women through its Women’s  
Division to help young girls and women recover from human slave  
trafficking in this country and overseas.  As heard recently, a young girl 
with cancer who had a dream of sharing jar-filled gifts with other young 
cancer patients, a dream called “Joy Jars.”  God has always invited His  
people to dream great dreams.  The Bible is filled with stories of people 
with God-sized dreams and how they depended on God’s power and  
promises to bring these dreams to life.  Have you ever sensed that God has a 
great dream for you?  I believe He does!
